· Income Based Jobseekers Allowance (or dependent spouse/partner)
· Income Based Employment Support Allowance
	
A current letter i.e. (within the last three months) from your Benefit Office stating that you are in receipt of benefit or have the form overleaf completed and authorised and enclose appropriate fee.

	· Universal Credit
	For those in receipt of Universal Credit and who are working, thresholds apply:
Total single income working - £12,980 
Total joint income working - £17,787 
A printout (within last three months) of your Universal Credit Statement or P60. Proof of income required.
